Replying to offers

Most students will now be in a position to reply to their offers having received all decisions on their application. An applicant’s personal deadline to reply will be displayed in Track.  Applicants who received all decisions on their application by 31 March will have a reply date of 5 May, applicants who have not received all decisions by this date will have a later reply date, dependent on when the last decision is received.

Students must reply online through the Track service.  Information on replying to offers is available from www.ucas.ac.uk/advisers/sixsteps/offers/replying. If your centre subscribes to Adviser Track you will be able to see your applicants’ replies to their offers.

Applicants who have no offers, or have declined all the offers they have received, can still apply to other courses using Extra which is available until the end of June.

Qualifications Information Review

The UCAS Tariff is a familiar part of the process of applying to higher education. Since its introduction in 2000, it has provided a simple way for universities and colleges to make offers to applicants based on a wide variety of qualifications. In the past ten years, the range of qualifications available for entry to higher education has become increasingly complex and the Tariff no longer provides a complete picture of the qualifications used by applicants. The time is therefore right for us to look at possible improvements to the provision of the qualification information that supports the HE application process.

The Qualifications Information Review was launched by UCAS in July 2010. Working with the sector, it aims to understand and articulate the qualification information requirements of learners, institutions and other stakeholders to enable fair, transparent and efficient admissions to higher education.

Your opinions, as primary users of the system, are invaluable and we have launched a series of online surveys to help us capture your views. This is your chance to really influence the way in which qualification information is used in the future. These surveys aim to explore how qualification information such as the UCAS Tariff meet the current and future needs of a range of different groups.

Following this information gathering phase, depending on the outcomes, there will be further consultation in the autumn on the options for revision.
