I have pleasure in enclosing the monthly mailing for February from UCAS and UCAS Media.

UCAS Extra: 25 February

Included in this mailing is a poster promoting Extra. UCAS Extra is available from 
25 February 2011, and is for applicants who have used all five choices on their application but are holding no offers – they may have been unsuccessful or they may have declined their offers.  Extra gives those applicants the chance to maintain their motivation by adding additional choices, one at a time, before Clearing.  Extra is applicant driven and all choices are made through the online Track service. Last year over 7,000 applicants obtained a place in higher education through Extra.
Courses that have places available are indicated on Course Search from 25 February 2011 by the annotation ‘x’ after a course title.  Not all courses are available in Extra and applicants should research availability not only through Course Search but also directly with universities and colleges.

Researching courses for 2011 entry
Please ensure that your applicants carefully research the courses and institutions they wish to apply to. In particular, they should take account of the detailed information provided by the institutions within the Entry Profiles on Course Search at www.ucas.com. 

We would like to highlight that typical offers provided within Entry Profiles are indicative of the level of offer that an applicant may receive. The actual offer may be different as institutions take into account the whole application not just the qualifications of an applicant.

24 March application deadline

This is the application deadline for the receipt at UCAS of applications for art and design courses except those listed with a 15 January deadline. The following PDF document lists the courses with a 24 March deadline www.ucas.com/documents/ucasguides/artdes24mar.pdf.
Early start dates

Please ensure that applicants take care when applying to courses with early start dates. Applicants that receive an offer for a course with an early start date, such as May, will need to ensure that they are replying to those offers as early as possible through Track.

Invitation decisions - invitation to attend an interview or audition or provide a portfolio, essay or other piece of work

Those universities and colleges that may interview, audition or request additional work, such as an essay or a portfolio, are able to indicate through Course Search that a course may require one of these elements. In addition, a university or college is able to send invitations to applicants online. If an applicant receives an invitation they must reply online using Track.  Applicants have an opportunity to accept, decline or request an alternative time and date.  If they need to change the date they will need to do this directly with the university or college. 

When a university or college informs us of an invitation, an applicant will receive notification that a change has occurred on their application and should be vigilant in replying to the invitation on Track as soon as possible. Applicants accepting directly to the university must also reply online using Track by the time and date given.

Decisions and reply dates

Many applicants will have received one or more decision by now but some applicants may be waiting for their first decision from their universities or colleges. In order to advise applicants during this period, please make sure that you and your colleagues are aware of the timetable for institution decisions and applicant replies at www.ucas.com/advisers/importantdates. 

Please ensure that applicants read and understand the offers they receive from universities and colleges including when they must achieve the conditions specified.  Decisions will, in most instances, be based on future examinations an applicant is taking.  To secure a place in 2011, all conditions of an offer must be met by 31 August 2011 or a date may be indicated by the university. This date also applies to applicants wanting to take a gap year or defer their entry for 2012.

Changes to future examinations since the application was sent to UCAS must be sent to the universities and colleges to which they applied and to us.  If the applicant has already received an offer, the university or college may need to change their offer or decision.

Course Search for 2012 entry

Changes to policy on student finance arrangements and higher education funding mean many universities may be delayed in planning and confirming the courses they will be offering for 2012 entry. UCAS’ commitment is on ensuring the information it does make available on Course Search is accurate and so we have reviewed our processes for 2012 entry. 

Applicants and their advisers will be able to research courses and their content in exactly the same way as in previous years from May 2011. The fees information (where applicable) will be available on Course Search in early July 2011, meaning applicants will still have the summer to make their final decision and do any further research before applications can start to be submitted from September 2011.

Parent Guide 2012 (UK and Eire only) 

Please find enclosed a copy of our new Parent Guide – designed for parents, grandparents and guardians of students who are planning to enter higher education in 2012.

In addition to the guide there is also a designated parents' section on the main UCAS website at www.ucas.com/parents.  There is useful information here which is relevant to parents and guardians of students wherever they are in their journey to higher education.  The site also contains clear guidelines about the UCAS application process, weighing up the options and top tips on how parents can help their son or daughter through what can be a very daunting and stressful time.  

Parents can sign up for the e-newsletters from UCAS, which provide news and information relevant to the time of the application cycle.  They can also register to receive a copy of the Parent Guide or download it from the site, as well as join the UCAS parents' blog.

The guides are free, but there will be a charge for postage. Parent Guides come banded in packs of 50 and the postage is £6 per box. Each box contains a maximum of 150 copies, but lesser quantities can be ordered.  As usual, the Publication Services Team will require a purchase order number prior to processing so that an invoice can be sent to you for the postage charge.
